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Her training as a physiotherapist has influenced her research interests that focus on rehabilitation and outcome measurement. Current work includes the investigation of recovery after a prolonged intensive care stay in collaboration with members of the Edinburgh Critical Care Research Group. In addition she is involved in the evaluation of interventions after stroke including treadmill training and functional electrical stimulation. Interest in the development and evaluation of valid and reliable outcome measures spans both areas of research. 
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
