	Between 2001 and 2006, I was employed as a Research Co-ordinator in Critical Care at the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh. I very recently took over a CSO funded post as Programme Co-ordinator (Research), working in conjunction both with researchers across a range of clinical specialties and the Research and Development Department of the Royal Infirmary. During my clinical research career, I was responsible for the conduct of commercially sponsored research (GE Healthcare) in the development of advanced monitoring systems to facilitate sedation monitoring among sedated, mechanically ventilated intensive care patients. I was also responsible for the co-ordination and conduct of a broad spectrum of local and multi-centre clinical studies and pharmaceutical trials. During this time, I developed my own research interests around post-intensive care outcomes among survivors of prolonged critical illness, with the purpose of developing a PhD level study.
I am currently in the process of writing up my PhD thesis on “quality of life” among survivors of prolonged critical illness. The study comprises; an epidemiological review of all patients across Lothian requiring prolonged mechanical ventilation (( 14 days); the derivation of long-term mortality among a previous cohort of survivors; a qualitative investigation of both ward-based care and morbidity following hospital discharge, and the mixed methods analysis of professionally recommended “quality of life” questionnaires among this patient group. 
As part of a cohesive and multidisciplinary research team, we have forged strong links with leading critical care researchers across Scotland. I fully intend to pursue a career in critical care research following completion of my PhD and to that end, have participated in a number of multi-centre grant proposals, one of which was recently funded.
